With less than a month to celebrate his 49th birthday, Dewji
is also Africa’s youngest billionaire.

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trade deficit with the world dropped by 83.7% in February
2025 from the same month of the previous year, according
to official data.At $44.26 million, the deficit was much lower
than the $271.10 million posted in February 2024 due to a
major increase in export earnings coupled with a decline in
the import bill over this period. According to the figures at the
Ministry of Finance, Planning and Economic Development,
export earnings from merchandise rose by 32.3% to $843.05
million in February 2025 from $637.16 million in the same
month of the previous year.

On the other hand, the total import value reduced by a
slight 2.3 percent from $908.25 million in February 2024 to
$887.31 million in February 2024.The deficit for the month
was even narrower than that recorded in January 2025, by
$77.3 mainly on account of a decline in imports of 15.8 %.
This decline absorbed the slight reduction in exports in that
month to post an overall deficit reduction.

The growth in exports was mainly been attributed to
increased earnings from crop exports led by coftee, cocoa,
and tobacco, with coffee alone accounting for $167 million,
which was more than double the $82.56 million of the same
month of the previous year.The rise in coffee earnings was
mainly because of the general increase in the international
coffee prices as well as a rise in the volume the country
exported.During the month, the average unit value for coffee
was $5.03 per kilogram, up from $4.74 posted in January,
while in February last year, a kilo went for an average of $3.17.
According to the Department of Coffee at the Ministry of
Agriculture, Animal Industry and Fisheries, the number
of 60-kilogram bags of coffee exported rose to 555,756 in
February 2025 from 434,582 in February 2024.

In January this year, coffee export earnings amounted to
$156.5 million .“Uganda continues to harness the benefits of
strategic Government interventions in the coffee subsector
that have led to an increase in coffee farming as well as better
handling, resulting in improved output,” says the Ministry
of Finance.The coffee price boom is mainly attributed to
extreme weather conditions in major producing countries,
mainly Brazil and Vietnam, where the crop has been greatly
affected.This has come amidst increasing global demand,
especially in the Middle East and Asia. Analysts predict that
the global coffee exports are expected to be further disrupted
when the European Union Deforestation Regulations come
into force in December this year. These regulations aim to
block from the EU coffee that was produced on lands that
were recently deforested land.The difficulty in complying,
especially by the poorer and smallholder growers, could see
a decline in global exports.Improved performance was also
registered in the exports of cocoa beans, 164.4% to $68.7
million in February 2025 from $25.98 million in February
2024. Also, earnings from tobacco exports increased five
times from $2.89 million in February 2024 to $17.05

February 2025 compared to the same period a year before
included mineral products, fish and their products, and sim
sim, among others.

Mineral products earned the country $318.71 million in
February 2025, compared to $263.88 million in February
2024, but this was a slight reduction from the $323.84 million
in January this year, while maize exports fell by 49.9%.

Sugar exports dropped by 45.6% , and fish and their products
declined by 12.4%.

Middle East Factor

The Middle East remains the biggest market for Uganda’s
exports in February 2025, accounting for a third of the total
merchandise exported during the month.

Almost all the exports to the Middle East, about 97.5 percent
were destined for the United Arab Emirates.

The East African Community (EAC) followed, taking in 25
percent of Uganda’s exports during the month.

Other notable markets for Uganda included the European
Union and Asia, which accounted for 19.5 percent and 13.3
percent of the exports, respectively.

ImportsDuring February 2025, the value of merchandise
imports registered a decline both on a month-by-month
basis and on a year-on-year basis.

The value of imports amounted to $887.31 million in
February 2025, which is a 2.3% decline when compared to
$908.25 million recorded in the same month of the previous
year.And compared to January 2025, when import values
totalled $1,054.19 million, the decline in imports was even
bigger at 15.8% to the February figures, mainly driven by
formal private sector oil and non-oil imports.

Vegetable products, animal products, beverages, fats and
oil imports declined by 48.6% between January 2025 and
February 2025.0n an annual basis, there was a 5.3% decline
between February 2024 and February 2025.

Similarly, chemical products declined by 40.2% and 27.1%
during those respective periods.Other merchandise that
recorded significant declines in the value earned from their
importation during February 2025 included base metals and
their products, wood and wood products, and petroleum
products.Uganda’s main source of imports was Asia, with
35.8%, with China accounting for more than half (52.6%)
of the imports from that region, followed by India.The
EAC followed with 25.7%, mostly dominated by Tanzania.
Uganda’s negative trade balance mainly came from trade
with Asia, where a $205.28 million deficit was recorded.
Uganda exported to Asia $112 million worth of goods, but
imports from there were worth $318 million.Uganda traded
at a deficit with the EAC of $16.92 million and $92.1 million
with the rest of Africa.On the other hand, there were trade
surpluses with the Middle East of $182 million, the European
Union $64.54 million, and the Rest of Europe, $12.43 million
and others.

The UK’s Minister for Africa, Lord Ray Collins of Highbury, is in Uganda to
reinforce Great Britain's commitment to sustainable development and viral
research.

During his two-day visit, Lord Collins met with Ugandan officials and researchers
to discuss ways to boost breakthroughs in HIV/AIDS treatment and research,
disease surveillance, and
expert exchange on viral
infection control.

Lord Collins emphasised
the UKs commitment
to building equal
partnerships with
Uganda, stating, “My
visit to Uganda reaffirms
the UK’s unwavering
commitment to building
equal partnerships that
support sustainable
development and drive mutually beneficial economic growth in the region. We
are dedicated to working closely with our Ugandan partners to achieve shared
prosperity and a brighter future for all”

Prof Moffat Nyirenda, the Director of the Medical Research Council/Uganda
Virus Research Institute and London School of Hygiene & Tropical Medicine
Uganda Research Unit (MRC/UVRI & LSHTM Uganda Research Unit, said they
feel honored for his visit.

“His visit here is essentially because the unit is one of the biggest UK investment
in terms of health research and also appreciate what the UK investment is
contributing to the Ugandan health systems in terms of strengthening the
systems, generating evidence that will be crucial and also came to see what the
infrastructure that is here has been and can be leveraged to respond to national
health challenges,” he said. He added that, “ in the 80s, HIV was really bad in
Uganda and the UK government responded to that request from the Ugandan
government to help with the pandemic by establishing this unit. So we have had
a long history of contributing to the HIV challenges” He noted that unit also do
research of other viruses.

“We do research in a lot of trying for vaccines ourselves, not just testing other
people’s vaccines, but even developing vaccines from within Uganda from the
Ugandan government however there are other areas, like non communicable
diseases, diabetes, hypertension, mental health, all these things are now part of
the unit’s research portfolio”

Prof Nyirenda also expressed

underfunding as one of the biggest challenges they face, “ there are challenges in
funding and there are more and more people competing for very small amounts
of resources, and even traditional funders. You've heard about funding cuts in
the US, there has been a reduction in international aid from the UK. So all those
put a lot of pressure on us as scientists, as organizations that engage in science to
sustain ourselves, because, obviously, most of the funding comes from outside,
you know, Africa, outside Uganda a So, so it’s going to be challenging, but luckily
for Uganda, the government is very keen on promoting science.”

During his two-day visit, Lord Collins announced the launch of a new UK-
Uganda Growth Dialogue between the UK and the Ministry of Finance,
Planning and Economic Development. The UK-Uganda Growth Dialogue will
be a quarterly series of discussions on commercial deals, business environment
and economic policy to identify opportunities to increase trade and investment
between the two nations which will unblock barriers to trade and create new
opportunities for collaboration.Lord Collins also visited areas of UK investments
such as Zembo, a leading e-mobility company in Uganda, which has received
financing from UK Innovate and Private Infrastructure Development Group.

He said that although Uganda has some of the
best ecosystems in the world, there are still gaps in
conservation - highlighted by the rising environmental
degradation and increasing natural calamities such as
flooding.

Querido also urged civil society to “continue amplifying
the voice of the poor women, and the youth to have
space in the allocation of resources”.

“Transformative change’

Agnes Kirabo, the Executive Director of Food Rights
Alliance (FRA), noted that FAO under Querido gave
the civil society sector a lot of space to engage, especially
in protection of food systems.

Food systems are the networks needed to produce and
transform food, and ensure it reaches consumers.

“We look forward to that moment when every child
shall be able to live to their full potential and ensure
that no person shall live a non-dignifying life because

and Asia. Britain has shown strong
demand in the grain and coffee
sectors, Rwabwogo said, adding that
with Uganda Airlines set to launch
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flights to the European country this
or next month, there are hopes of
expanding market access for Ugandan
products — not only coffee but also
grains and bananas, which are already
being exported there.

According to the Office of the US.
Trade Representative, total goods
trade between the United States
and Uganda reached 238.9 million
U.SS. dollars in 2024, with Uganda
exporting 132.6 million dollars worth
of goods to the United States and
importing 106.3 million dollars.

Netherlands to co-chair global climate group

Uganda and the Netherlands have been elected co-
chairs of the Coalition of Finance Ministers for Climate
Action, a group of 98 member countries.

This came at the ongoing 2025 Spring meetings of the
World Bank Group and International Monetary Fund
(IMF) in Washington, D.C., USA.

The World Bank and the IMF host the secretariat of the
coalition, a grouping of Finance Ministers committed to
taking collective and domestic action on climate change
and achieving the objectives of the Paris Agreement.
The Paris Agreement is an international treaty on
climate change adopted in 2015, with the main goal
of keeping global temperature increase well below 2
degrees Celsius above pre-industrial levels. The stronger
goal is to limit the increase to 1.5 degrees Celsius.

The Minister of State for General Duties, Henry
Musasizi on behalf of the Government of Uganda,
received the co-chairmanship role from the outgoing
co-chair, H.E. Sri Mulyani Indrawati, the Finance
Minister of Indonesia.

“We deeply appreciate the trust placed in us and we
are committed to advancing our shared climate and
economic goals,” said Minister Musasizi

He said Ugandas central focus during its co-
chairmanship will be adaptation.

“We believe adaptation efforts are not just necessary
for resilience but are also key to unlocking economic
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opportunities,” said the Minister.

Musasizi, who was accompanied by PSST Ramathan
Ggoobi and other technical staff, said Finance
Ministers must integrate climate goals into fiscal policy,
budgeting, planning and debt management, in addition
to mobilising both public and private resources.

He said Uganda will work in close partnership with
all 98 member countries and Institutional partners,
including the World Bank and the IME
